As to my ohservations of conet 1963b, on Anril 13,
I located the comet B8r the first time. Since I had
no charts to find commarison stars ‘n its area, I could
not estimate the magnitude accurately. I estimated it
at about 8th mag. TIcould not define an outline of the
-comet.

T made observations again on April 14 and 28, I still
could not see a definits outline, and the comet seemed

to annear duller than the estimated mag. of 6.9 . On
April 28 I lost track fo it and stopped my searches. If
the photo enclosed is of any value or if wou might want
to use the original negative plsase 1at me know,

ON finishing the letter I would like to say that
things may be looking up 'n the Windsor area. A friend,
Mr, L. Staffin is, with the help of myself and some
members of the Windsor Uentre, nsaring commletion fo
our new Maidstone Observatory. M-runted equatorially
in a 13' dome is a 6" £-10 refractor tn be adapted for
photogranhic purnoses to a Mnolta 3.L.R. 35mm camera.
